Small and Medium Enterprises throughout Europe face difficulties due to the
financial and economic crisis. Access to finance was already one of the key
problems for SMEs. Investors and banks are in particular cautious to finance
start-ups, young or female SMEs due to the potential risks they fear. Ongoing
turbulences on European financial markets have made European banks now
even more hesitant in granting new credits. This is a big problem for SMEs, the
interest for credits has steadily risen since the beginning of the financial crisis.

Europe’s citizens have lost their confidence in the economy and this needs to be restored to prevent
negative fallout for European SMEs. This even increases the sense of urgency to come up with
effective measures both on a European and on a Member State level. SME’s can serve as an
important stabilizing force in our economy and it is better to innovate and invest in new ways. The
European Parliament voted in Strasbourg session March | in favour of the Small Business Act. | am
proud that — with the support of the SME Union — SME Women managed to achieve prominent
attention for supporting female entrepreneurship in the SBA. It indicates a network of female
ambassadors, young entrepreneurship and micro financing as key elements for successful female
entrepreneurship in Europe.

More important steps to help SMEs including female entrepreneurs have been made the last couple of
months. EU Finance ministers decided to expand the loans for SMEs granted by the EIB by 50
procent to 30 billion Euros for the years 2008 and 2009. Recently the European Commission decided
to allow temporary state aid measures to support access to finance for SMEs. In the so called
European Economic Recovery Plan the European Commission dedicated a special paragraph to aid
for female entrepreneurship.

The European Economic Recovery Plan gives Member States the possibility to grant subsidies of up
to EUR 1 million to small enterprises newly created by female entrepreneurs. The money can be used
for legal, advisory, consulting and administrative costs directly related to the creation of the enterprise,
but this money can also be used for child care and parent care costs. This is an important step
forwards, because women face a lot of difficulties in combining family and working life.

With the European elections ahead, it is good to recognise what we achieved. Hopefully these
measures, taken by the European Parliament, the European Commission and our Finance ministers
will establish a more positive climate for female entrepreneurs and boost our economy.

| 3. EUROPEAN PARLIAMENT INITIATIVES

No discrimination based on sex and inter-generation al solidarity

To maintain the principle of intergenerational solidarity, MEPs urge the Member States to
achieve their commitments to introduce by 2010 childcare for 90% of children under the man-
datory school age and call for a review of the work-life balance policies in the EU. The report
adopted was an alternative motion for a resolution put forward by the Greens/EFA group and
adopted with 358 votes in favor, 271 against and 28 abstentions replacing the original report
from the Women's Committee. The European Parliament urges the Commission to introduce
initiatives which validate skills acquired in carrying out educational tasks, caring for dependent
persons and household management so that "these skills are taken into consideration upon
re-entry into the labor market". A point highlighted in the initial own-initiative of Anna Zaborska
(EPP-ED, SK), adopted in the Women's rights committee. MEPs call on the Commission to
bring forward a proposal for a new directive regarding specific rights and safeguards in rela-
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tion to the reconciliation of working and family life where there are dependent family members
(children, elderly and disabled people).

Update about the Recovery Plan

National economic rescue plans may harm Europe's global competitiveness if they are not
well coordinated at EU level, says the Economics Committee in a report adopted on
Wednesday, 11 February 2009. Stimulating the EU economy and its competitiveness and
making financial markets function again are essential to avoid mass unemployment and
create new jobs, according to the report drawn up by Elisa Ferreira (PES, PT) on the
Commission's European economic recovery plan. The committee is concerned that
differences between national measures in response to the economic and financial crisis could
hamper the functioning of the common market and thus weaken EU's role as a global actor.
Urgent steps to release EU funds, a better financial supervision system and a new global
financial regulatory framework also figure among the reports recommendations.

Women and Elections — 4 March 2009, European Parlia ment, Brussels

Mrs Rodi Kratsa-Tsagaropoulou, Vice President of the
European Parliament and Chairperson of the High Level
Group for Gender Equality and Diversity hold a seminar with
Media and presentation of a Eurobarometer poll on "Women
and elections " The electoral behaviour of women, their
interests and expectations: equal opportunities at the heart of
the forthcoming European elections. Presentation of results of
Eurobarometer poll and sociodemographic study.
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1. SME Women: What do you think the European Institutions could do in the future to
eradicate the gender pay gap?

The Lisbon Strategy on growth and employment defined a roadmap for the reduction of the gender
pay gap between women and men until 2010. The plan established six priorities for European policy in
this area: equal economic opportunities for women and men; the reconciliation of private and
professional life; equal representation in decision-making; the eradication of all forms of gender-based
discrimination; and the elimination of gender stereotypes. In this framework, we have undertaken
several actions, on legislative and public awareness strategies, to improve working-women conditions.
Indeed, the gender pay gap has been a priority ever since the 1957 Treaty of Rome included an article
on equal pay. Today, the gender pay gap has multiple causes, which we must continue to tackle
through multiple solutions at different levels. Just this month, integrated in the celebrations for the
International Women's Day, | presented the survey 'Women and European Parliamentary Elections'.
The report was of crucial importance insofar as women choose the achievement of equal pay for men
and women as the top priority for the next European Parliament. Thus, it gave us a clear mandate to
press politicians, at a national and EU-level, to raise awareness among citizens.

2. SME Women: Which resolutions should be the next that the “Women’s Rights and Gender
Equality” Committee should promote in relation to female entrepreneurships?

The 'Women's Rights and Gender Equality Committee' is taking the promotion of female
entrepreneurships very seriously, especially in the current context of economic recession. Indeed,
recent data shows us that the reduction in women's lifetime earnings puts them at greater risk of
poverty in later life - across the EU, 21% of women aged 65 or over are at risk of poverty compared to
16% of men. To address this issue, the FEMM Committee has produced a draft report on the
European Commission's proposal to repeal the directive on the equal treatment between men and
women in an activity in a self-employed capacity. The report argues that legislative amendment should
pursue two lines of action: the reduction of the obstacles to women's self-employment and the
establishment of a company between spouses or life-partners; and the obligation of Member States to
provide compulsory registration of assisting spouses as well as their coverage for health care and
retirement pensions. The FEMM Committee believes that it is possible to reach a consensus so that
this directive can be approved, at first reading, before the European elections. We also promote the
financing of several specific programs for women entrepreneurs.

3. SME Women: How much do you think the Commission proposal on Maternity Leave could
improve the conditions of women?

The extension of the Maternity Leave from 14 to 18 weeks will greatly improve the conditions of all
working women by ensuring a better balance between their professional and private lives and,
consequently, improving their and their family's quality of life. The proposal gives women more
flexibility to decide when to take the leave but also supports their recovery after birth as well as their
return back to work. The revised financial support proposal and the reinforced protection against
dismissal will also safeguard women's financial independence. Above all, in the current economic
circumstances, it is fundamental to reinforce women's positions in the workplace. In fact, only last
week, a UK Government survey revealed that a quarter of men and a fifth of women believe that
people on maternity leave should be first in line for redundancy. This is particularly worrying in face of
the growing numbers of single parent households, the majority of which are women. Therefore, |
believe that the Commission's proposal is not only appropriate as it is extremely timely and necessary.



4. SME Women: Which suggestions would you like to give to a young dynamic working
woman entrepreneur?

Entrepreneurship is a field where women are still underrepresented, even though big steps have been
made in recent years. In my opinion, there are two main factors that impede young dynamic women
from taking a more central role in business. Firstly, it is an environment traditionally dominated by men.
Indeed, many male entrepreneurs do not usually deal with women and have a natural tendency to
build stronger relationship with male co-workers. For women, this often translates into a gap of
information and knowledge concerning economic and financial instruments. This is why developing
women's support groups within and across organizations is fundamental to help young female
entrepreneurs take up a more dynamic role. There are already examples of successful women
networking strategically, who are able to promote each other the same way men naturally do. The
second reason - in my opinion- is that often women have been taught to set lower expectations and
talk themselves out of opportunities to aim higher. Young women entrepreneurs ought to be daring
and have as role models the remarkably successful women who have left the mark in the business
world.

5. SME Women: In which way women are “superior” to men and in which fields can women
still learn from men leadership?

The assumption that women are in some way 'superior' may lead us to fall in the same mistake that
has led some to believe that men are 'superior' to women. Non-discrimination and solidarity are
founding principles of the European Union and do not limit themselves to the achievement of parity
between genders. Our commitment is to stand on the side of women first, but also to support all those
who, in this difficult moment, are poorly paid, poorly treated and otherwise marginalized. Thus, |
cannot say that women are 'superior' to men. In regards to the second part of the question, one may
say that women can learn from male leaders and men can also learn from female leaders in terms of
their capacity for attention, multi-tasking, dedication and consensus-building. | believe that in the
competitive and global environment that we now live in, it is more important to take into account the
individual's personal skills and characteristics rather than generalized perspectives about women and
men. In fact, nowadays, there are many examples of successful female and male leaders, who
present a variety of styles and positions. Therefore, | think that one must give priority to the protection,
promotion and valorization of greater diversity in leadership.

6. SME Women: How can the image of women in business/women entrepreneurs be changed
in the public opinion?

| believe that the issue is not so much changing that image, but promoting the achievements of
successful women entrepreneurs. Today, in Europe, we have cases of very successful women
entrepreneurs, such as Madrid-born Fabiola Arredondo, former managing director of Yahoo! Europe,
British Dame Marjorie Scardino, CEO of Pearson PLC, and, of course, Italian fashion designer,
Miuccia Prada, in addition to many other less-known, strong and successful women. Each one of
these women has defined a style for themselves and positively shaped the way that their co-workers
perceive women entrepreneurs. However, | think that there haven't been enough efforts to promote
these achievements to the wider society. Thus, women in Small and Medium Enterprises still face
many challenges to establish themselves as women in business. It is precisely for this reason that we
must put greater effort into organizing campaigns to inform the European citizens about the benefits of
working with women entrepreneurs. As the largest political group in the European Parliament, the
EPP-ED has taken it as a high priority to stand on the side of small and medium enterprises, the
bedrocks of the European economy, and particularly the promotion of women's leadership in the
private sector.



7. SME Women: What is your opinion about the 50-50 quota for the next European elections?

The achievement of equal representation for men and women in the European Parliament is one of
the objectives of our pursuit for equality and parity. However, there are different ways of achieving it.
According to the survey 'Women and the European Parliamentary Elections', 53% of the female
respondents believe that the most effective way of improving women representation in the European
Parliamentary is through non-intrusive methods, such as the encouragement of women to run as
candidates. In stark contrast, only 10% of the European women supported the introduction mandatory
guotas, such as the 50-50 quota, to boost women's representation. Some argue that the adoption of
such quotas can be counterproductive in the sense that they can lead to a type of positive
discrimination in the EU institutions. In other words, such methods may devalue the accomplishments
of women politicians who were elected because of the social group they belong rather than their
personal qualifications and/or characteristics. In addition, there are a great number of measures that
can be taken by the EU, national governments and political parties to improve women's representation
in the European Parliament, but are not so intrusive. For example, we must create the appropriate
conditions for more women, especially the younger ones, to be able to combine their private with their
professional lives in Brussels and to encourage their public participation in the preparation of political
campaigns and elections.

8. SME Women: What could be the reason why women decide not to use their right to vote in
the upcoming European elections?

We don't have statistics on unequal levels of participation but one of the most surprising outcomes of
the survey 'Women and the European Parliamentary Elections' was that a large majority of European
women (77%), and indeed men (71%), believe that men still dominate politics. | think that that
perception can go a long way towards explaining why some women feel disengaged from politics. This
point is all the more relevant if we take into consideration that just under half of the female
respondents to the survey feel that they are not well represented by the EU. Indeed, as the survey
shows, half of the European women want 50% or more of the Members of the European Parliament
(MEPSs) to be women and 70% want at least 40% of the parliamentarians to be women. This is strong
message from women all over Europe for greater equality between women and men in leadership
positions. Currently, only 31% of the MEPs are women (236 of 784). Therefore, | believe that a more
equal representation of women and men in the European institutions will eventually awake the interest
of more women for the European elections and European policy.

9. SME Women: Women and Institution: what is the women representativeness level at the
Greek national level?

According to the European Commission’s Directorate-General for Employment, Social Affairs and
Equal Opportunities (January 2009), in national parliaments across the European Union, slightly less
than one in four members of parliament are women (24%).

This women’s participation at the national parliaments of the EU has been increased almost by 50%,
i.e. from 16% in 1997 to 24% in 2008. In Greece, women’s representation in the national parliament
today reaches 16%. Men Ministers at the EU represent 75% of the total, while women Ministers are
only 25%. In Greece, 11% of the Ministers are women and 89% are men. Thus, we have a long way to
go, but women in Greece are present in all levels and fields of the social and professional life.

10. SME Women: Being women in “high position” means doing sacrifices: which are the
sacrifices you made and you are still making to conciliate your private life to your public
activities?

Being in a “high position” and especially at the European Parliament demands constant alertness and
adjustment to different conditions, by sacrificing of course most of the personal time. This is reality for
most people with lots of activities and obligations, but a woman’s effort to fill all requirements of her
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various roles is harder. Numerous personal sacrifices are a prerequisite, because society and family
are constructed in a way that demands more from women. Combining roles is difficult and balancing
among them isn’'t always possible. What | miss are the simple joys of life, personal and familial, as |
dedicate most of my time to my obligations among Brussels, Strasbourg, Greece and other countries.
However, | try to live and watch the bright side of this everyday life. The source of my inspiration is the
fact that | really enjoy what | am doing and | feel that it is important for the common future of Europe
and its citizens. My family’s support is also valuable for me and gives me strength to carry on.

2) State aid: Commission approves German real economy crisis measure

The European Commission has approved, under EC Treaty state aid rules, a German aid
measure that addresses mid-sized enterprises' increased demand for funding for research
and development (R&D) in the current financial and economic crisis. The aid measure tempo-
rarily amends the existing aid scheme 'Zentrales Innovationsprogramm Mittelstand' (ZIM), ini-
tially targeted at funding R&D activities of SMEs only. Now, R&D projects of mid-sized enter-
prises of up to 1000 employees will also be eligible for funding until 31 December 2010. Ger-
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many will commit an extra budget of €900 million for that purpose. The Commission con-
cluded that the proposed aid is in line with the EU rules on state aid for research, develop-
ment and innovation because it will not exceed the prescribed limits and will provide an incen-
tive to increase the level of R&D&I activity.

Start-up procedures

Concerning the start-up procedures there has been a progress in 2008. Average time and
cost to start-up a private limited company is 9 natural days (12 days in 2007) and cost is
€ 463 (€ 485 in 2007). This is due to certain achievements in cost and time reduction
initiatives of some countries. Especially Slovenia can be highlighted as a good example.

Erasmus for Young Entrepreneurs

Erasmus for Young Entrepreneurs is a new European exchange programme aimed at helping
new entrepreneurs to acquire relevant skills for managing a small or medium-sized enterprise
(SME) by spending time working in another EU country. Erasmus for Young Entrepreneurs is
financed by the European Commission and operated across the EU with the help of more
than 100 local, regional or national intermediary organizations competent in business support
(e.g. Chambers of Commerce, business support organizations, start-up centres, etc.). Their
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activities are coordinated at European level by EUROCHAMBRES, the Association of
European Chambers of Commerce and Industry, which acts as Support Office.

Who can participate?

* New entrepreneurs who are firmly planning to set up their own business or have already
started their own one within the last three years.

* Experienced entrepreneurs who own or manage an SME in the EU.

How to participate?

Over 100 intermediary organizations (I0s) have been selected to run the programme across
the EU. They generally operate at national or regional level, support the new entrepreneurs
(NE) and the host entrepreneurs (HS) in finding the best matches, facilitate contacts and
follow the relationships before the stay abroad starts. They also offer local assistance. As part
of the registration, the new entrepreneur and the host entrepreneur will have to select an 10
which will act as guide and contact throughout the process. Interested new and experienced
entrepreneurs apply through the on-line registration form and establish contact with the
intermediary organizations (10s).
